1. New Skills for new Jobs

Mr Sebastian Stetter, European Commission, DG Employment, Social Affairs and Equal
Opportunities

What jobs will be available in 10 years? Is the training provided now useful to find a job
tomorrow? Are skills needs and jobs changing all over the EU?

Adapting to change and ensuring the correct matching between labour market and supply is
crucial if EU countries want to remain productive and competitive. The rapid change implies
that EU countries have to become pro-active and be able to anticipate in order to be better
prepared for future challenges.

This is why EU Member States have asked the European Commission to report on future skills
requirements in Europe up to 2020. The “new skills for new jobs” initiative should help to:
Improve the capacity to anticipate and match labour market and skills needs in the EU, reach
the objectives set out in the EU’s growth and jobs strategy, and make best use of existing
initiatives and instruments.

Mr Sebastian Stetter from the European Commission, DG Employment, Social Affairs and Equal
Opportunities will give an introduction to the “Knowledge Society” seminar by highlighting the
New Skills for New Jobs Initiative, presented by the Commission in December 2008, and how
this initiative can help Europe to address the short-term employment impact of the economic
crisis and improve the long-term job prospects of the EU workforce.

. The EU support to promote favourable Business climate on Local and Regional level
Mr Simeon Chenev, European Commission, DG Enterprise

Small enterprises are the foundation of the European economy and key drivers for economic
growth, innovation, employment and social integration. Moreover their capacity for flexibility

in a changing business environment makes them crucial for Europe’s success. Which are the
challenges for the European regions to stimulate SME start-ups and their development? How
can SMEs find skilled labour in a changing society?

The European Commission aims to promote entrepreneurship and improve the business
environment for SMEs, and to allow them to realise their full potential in today’s global economy.
Adopted in June 2008, the Small Business Act reflects the Commission’s political will to
recognise the central role of SMEs in the EU economy. For the first time it also puts into place
a comprehensive SME policy framework for the EU and its Member States. The Commission’s
activities also consists in helping Member States and the regions to develop policies aimed at
promoting entrepreneurship, improving the situation of SMEs throughout their life cycle, and
helping them to access new markets.

The main mission of “Les Jeunues Entreprise” is to give students from Primary to High schools
and Universities the taste of entrepreneurship. The projects provide the students a very practical
approach of economy and of the entrepreneurial world. The organisation has 33 years of
experience and works with 5 000 students per year. The organisation works currently with

4 main projects “My community”, “Mini-company”, “The Young Enterprise Project” and “Clubs
of Entrepreneur Students”.

Ms Fabienne Baise, “Les Jeunes Entreprises” will present the organisation and their activities to
promote entrepreneurship amongst youth.

4. Youth - Investing and Empowering. Create opportunities for youth in education and
employment
Ms Ann-Marie Le Clair, European Commission, DG Education

Entitled “Youth - Investing and Empowering”, this new strategy acknowledges that young
people are one of the most vulnerable groups in society, especially in the current economic and
financial crisis. In our ageing society, young people are also a precious resource. The strategy is
cross-sectoral, with both short- and long-term actions to meet the challenges of the knowledge
society. With the acknowledgement that Europe’s future depends on its youth, what would be
the most critical actions to nurture young human capital? And how can we work to foster a
climate where young people have opportunities to develop skills and fulfil their potential?

The actions presented in the strategy involve key policy areas that affect Europe’s young
people, among others youth education, employment, creativity and entrepreneurship.
Ann-Marie Le Clair, European Commission, DG Education and Culture will present the new
strategy and how this can help Europe to meet the need of new skills.

5. Lisbon Strategy post 2010 - Innovation, Education and Entrepreneurship in focus?
Mr Andrea Forti, Advisor, Committee of the Regions

When the Lisbon Strategy was launched in 2000, the aim was to make Europe “the most
dynamic and competitive knowledge-based economy in the world capable of sustainable
economic growth with more and better jobs and greater social cohesion, and respect for the
environment by 2010”.

As the Strategy is coming to an end in 2010 the next European Spring Council is expected

to take a decision on a future strategy for Europe. Do we still stand in front of the same
challenges? Which are the goals we want to reach with a new strategy? With the ageing
population, the change of skills needs and jobs, focus on knowledge society could be central
also in a new European strategy.

Given the key political importance of this topic, the Committee of the Regions has decided to
adopt an Own Initiative Opinion. During the spring 2009 the Committee of the Regions opened
a public consultation targeted to the European local and regional authorities on the future of
the Lisbon Strategy after 2010 to enable local and regional actors to voice their viewpoints and
concerns to the European Council.

Mr Andrea Forti, Committee of the Regions, will summarise the debate about the Lisbon
Strategy post 2010 and the role of the regions, with special focus on policies regarding the
knowledge society, such as education, innovation and entrepreneurship.
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. How will the regions and municipalities be affected by the Green Growth strategies of
the European Commission?

Mr Ulf Bjérnholm-Ottosson, Environment Councillor, The permanent Swedish Representation
to the EU

The European Commission and national governments have begun to reflect on replacing the
EU’s overarching strategy for growth and jobs, known as the Lisbon Strategy. ‘Green growth’
is likely to feature highly among the strategy’s new priorities. This means that sustainability and
competitiveness must walk hand in hand. Is it possible, what does that mean in real terms and
how will this goal be achieved?

. Municipal work to change individual behaviour
Mr Jan Buysse, Managing Director, INTERZA

According to the European Environment Agency (EEA), municipal waste is expected to increase
with 25% between 2005 and 2020. By decreasing the amount of waste we could at the same
time reduce of greenhouse emissions. In order to reach this objective, citizens at local level
need to contribute actively by producing less waste, which in turns means a great need for
information. Interza, a public company responsible for the waste management for more than
75.000 inhabitants in the south east of Brussels, explains how they have worked with changing
individual behaviour.

. Gent - successful work with environmental challenges

The work to transform our society to achieve so called Green Growth keeps local and regional
authorities busy all over Europe. What are the strategies of other cities in order to be both
eco-efficient and competitive on a long term? Here is a chance for benchmarking with the
strategy of the Belgian city Gent.

. Behaviour change at local level

World Wildlife Fund is one of the most active non-governmental organisations working actively
in Brussels in trying to influence EU policies. A lot of the work carried out by WWF concerns
behaviour change, i.e. informing about the dangers of climate change, decreased biodiversity
and the ecological footprint, and trying to encourage people to a more sustainable way of
living. What role can local and regional authorities play in this aspect? How can they act as role
models and encourage their citizens to go green?

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6. Environmental objectives and indicators - a comparative study between EU-, national,

The purpose of the study: To find out which indicators to use in order to find out the
environment impact of the municipality; tools most needed for most European municipalities.
The topic leads into further questions as how society should be developed in the most
sustainable and efficient way and which solutions are most suitable for this purpose.

Belgien &r en konstitutionell monarki i nordvastra Europa och gréansar till Frankrike, Tyskland,
Luxemburg och Nederlanderna. | huvustaden Bryssel finns de flesta EU-institutioner och staden
kallas darfor informellt "Europas huvustad”. | Bryssel finns ocksa hogkvarteret for militéralliansen
NATO. Belgien &r ett flersprakigt land dar nederlandska (informellt &ven kallad flamlandska), franska
och tyska ar de officiella spréken.

Belgien ligger pa kulturgransen mellan det germanska och det latinska Europa. Landets tva
storsta regioner ar det nederlandsksprakiga Flandern i norr, som har 58% av befolkningen, och
det fransksprakiga Vallonien i sdder med 32%. Brysselregionen, som officiellt ar tvasprékig, ar en
mestadels fransksprakig enklav inom den flamlandska regionen och har 10% av befolkningen. En
liten tysksprakig gemenskap finns i dstra Vallonien. Belgiens sprakliga mangfald och de politiska
och kulturella konflikter som har anknytning till denna avspeglas i Belgiens politiska historia och
dess komplexa politiska system.

Namnet ‘Belgien’ harstammar fran Gallia Belgica, en romersk provins i den nordligaste delen

av Gallien som beboddes av belgier (belgae). Historiskt inbegreps Belgien, Nederlanderna och
Luxemburg i begreppet Nederlanderna, som téckte ett nagot stérre omrade an dagens Benelux.
Fran slutet av medeltiden till 1600-talet var det ett valmaende centrum for handel och kultur. Frén
1500-talet till den belgiska revolutionen 1830 utkdmpades méanga slag mellan europeiska makter
pa Belgiens omrade. Efter att det blivit sjalvstandigt deltog Belgien ivrigt i industriella revolutionen,
vilket genererade vélstdnd och aven efterfrégan pa ravaror.

Nederlanderna.
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Bryssel

Bryssel (pa franska Bruxelles, nederlandska Brussel och tyska Briussel) ar huvudstad i Belgien.
Tillsammans med Flandern och Vallonien ar staden aven en av Belgiens tre regioner. Regionen,
som &r helt omsluten av Flandern, grundlades 1989 och bestar av 19 kommuner. Bryssels stad,
den kommun dér den gamla stadskarnan ligger, har 145 000 invanare. Den administrativa regionen
Bryssel har en befolkning pa drygt en miljon, och Stor-Bryssel, inklusive férorter i regionerna
Flandern och Vallonien, har en befolkning pa ungefar tva miljoner.

| Bryssel ar spréken franska och nederlandska juridiskt jamlika, &ven om franska &r helt
dominerande i staden och modersmal fér drygt 85-90 % av befolkningen. Det franska sprakets
dominans borjade under 1800-talet, innan dess var nederlandska det dominerande spréaket.

Liege

Den vallonska staden Liege ligger vid floden Meuse och ar huvudstaden i provinsen Liege i stra
Belgien. Staden ar Valloniens ekonomiska och kulturella centrum och &r med sina 194 000
invanare Valloniens nast storsta, efter Charleroi. Liege ar ett gammalt industricentrum och var forr
en av Europas framsta stalproducenter. Idag &r den ekonomiska aktiviteten mer diversifierad och
bestar till stor del av flyg- och rymdindustri.

Stadens symbol &r den sa kallade Perronen som finns att beskada vid Place du Marché i centrala
Liege. Monumentet representerar Liegeprovinsen och stadsfriheten. | narheten av monumentet
ligger Place S:t Lambert med Liéges mest imponerande byggnad: Palais des Princes-Evéques
(Prins-Biskopspalatset) som idag fungerar som justitiepalats.

Curtius-muséet ar en annan attraktion. Muséet ar intriktat pa konst och arkeologi och byggdes
mellan 1597 och 1610 som ett privat residens for Jean Curtius, kand datida industriman. Efter
omfattande renoveringar 6ppnades muséet pa nytt i mars 2009.

Fran Liege-trakten invandrade under 1600-talet manga vallonska bergsman, smeder, kdpméan och

industriidkare till Sverige, daribland Louis De Geer som var fddd i staden och som har kallats den
svenska industrins fader.
