Please find below a partner-search sent on behalf of the London Borough of Sutton. Sutton, a local authority in Greater London, has a population of just under 200 000 and is about to complete a 3 year behaviour-change programme, entitled Smarter Travel Sutton that used behaviour-change techniques to reduce residents’ use of private vehicle use and increase cycling, walking and public transport use. The success of the Smarter Travel Sutton programme resulted in a dramatic increase in the use of alternative transportation methods, making Sutton best placed to achieve the EU’s 20-20-20 Objectives and the priorities and objectives set out in the EU’s Second Strategic Energy Review.

Given their current successes and their conscientious progress towards achieving sustainability, Sutton is proposing a project, funded by the EU’s Intelligent Energy-Europe (IEE) funding programme to conduct the following:

1. address physical barriers to cycling, such as the lack of dedicated cycling lanes

2. a promotion and marketing programme to condition behaviour in order to increase the rate of cycling

3. address physical and non-technical barriers to alternative transportation modes

In taking the lead-partner position in the prospective partnership, Sutton will share their knowledge and best practice in behavioural change initiatives that have increased, in real terms, the number of trips made by alternative transportation methods.

Sutton is looking for partners with experience of delivering cycle schemes, which have resulted in increased levels of cycling or partners who have experience of implementing combined behaviour change programmes with investment in physical measures.

Please note, the deadline for the partner-search is Wednesday, 3 June 2009 so the prospective partnership can make the submission deadline of 25 June 2009.
