Please find below a partner-search sent on behalf of the London Borough of Sutton. Sutton, a local authority in Greater London, has a population of just under 200 000 and has put in place a long-term development strategy.  The Sutton Strategy 2008-20 incorporates stringent and ambitious measures to make Sutton “cleaner and greener” – pages 26-29.  Having achieved one of the highest rates of recycling and reuse (31.2% in 2006/07) in the United Kingdom, Sutton is well placed to achieve the EU’s 20-20-20 Objectives and the priorities and objectives set out in the EU’s Second Strategic Energy Review.

Given their current successes and their conscientious progress towards achieving sustainability, Sutton is proposing a project, funded by the EU’s Intelligent Energy-Europe (IEE) funding programme to conduct the following:

1. Home Audits: visiting households in a targeted neighbourhood  to provide residents with information on behaviour change in regards to energy efficiency

2. Eco-Teams: an innovative approach to community cohesion and engagement by setting up neighbourhood task-forces that will meet monthly
3. Retrofit: making physical improvements or additions to buildings to improve environmental sustainability 
4. Skills Creation: training construction personnel to implement retrofitting measures and to maximise their ability to reduce energy use
5. Monitoring: as a success indicator, they propose to monitor CO2 reduction and behavioural change in the targeted neighbourhood.
In taking the lead-partner position in the prospective partnership, Sutton will share their knowledge and best practice in behavioural change initiatives and physical delivery of retrofitting measures.

Sutton is looking for partners who are interested in learning from a behavioural change and physical delivery programme and would also like to partner with organisations who have experience of delivering area-based retrofitting or behaviour change programmes.

Please note, the deadline for the partner-search is Wednesday, 3 June 2009 so the prospective partnership can make the submission deadline of 25 June 2009.
