 AIM
To develop a model for a training course module to inform and educate target groups about the feasibility of choosing anaerobic digesters as a source of electricity

(a model for designing a course module to link to existing Environmental management courses or offered as a stand alone short course would mean that different partner countries could integrate certain aspects according to their own national priorities and training programmes whilst still maintaining the EU dimension)

Objectives

· To develop a model for a developing appropriate modules in each participating country 

· To focus on informing and educating decision-makers in end-user organisations about the realities of anaerobic digesters in producing electricity 

· To ensure that some parts of the course are common across all partners to assure its position as a European course; these parts would stand across the Union and the content be the same

· To ensure the different partner countries could integrate certain aspects according to their own national priorities and training programmes whilst still maintaining the EU dimension
Partners sought for the consortium
· Key considerations are:
· Involving relevant organizations in the consortium i.e. those with experience / knowledge that can contribute to the development of the training and / or its delivery
· This should include technical specialists but also educators as top priorities – policy makers may also have a role
· Getting the course accredited / adopted by an organization in order that it is sustainable beyond the project lifetime and could be available to other organizations / individuals in the future
