Vocational guidance in Business Economy Training 
The background of the project: 
The work life in the field of Business Economy (for example salespersons, shop or line managers, accountants, wages clerks and various office workers) is more and more demanding and hectic, requiring new kinds of skills. Students studying in this field has to take part in work practising periods too when learning by doing, but due to this hectic situation the guidance and counselling by the colleague or employee is quite occasional and not always very well carried out, which doesn’t help the student to transit to real work life after the training. This makes it more challenging for the training organizations to arrange and offer proper guidance services to students both during the vocational training and these work life practising periods and when moving from training to work life.
The target group of the project:  Adult students in the field of Business Economy Training, specially the groups of
-          immigrants
-          young adult students without any previous professional training or work life experience
-          students under a threat of exclusion
The aim of the project:
It is to find and develop more effective ways and methods of vocational guidance for the target group, to be able to support better the vocational training process and to guarantee a better and more fluent transition to work life after the training period.
